Do you keep the 

charger for your cell 

phone plugged into an 

outlet even when youôre 

not using it to charge 

your phone?  As much 

as 95% of the energy 

consumed by cell phone 

chargers is done when 

it is not plugging into 

your phone.  The term 

ñphantom loadò is used 

to describe energy 

drawn from appliances 

that are not actually in 

use but still draw elec-

tricity.  In the average 

home, 75% of electric-

ity used to power home 

electronics is consumed 

while the products are 

turned off.   So make 

sure to unplug your cell 

phone charger when 

not in use.  The same 

goes for computers,  

stereos, VCRs, toasters, 

coffee makers, blenders 

and other kitchen appli-

ances and home elec-

tronics.  Any device 

that requires resetting 

after a blackout or 

power surge is a cause 

of phantom load.   

 

CSA is a shared risk 

(drought offers less 

produce) and a 

shared reward (ideal 

growing     conditions 

yield an abundance).  

Buying locally re-

duces      energy con-

sumption and sup-

ports local farmers.  

Food    travels an av-

erage of 1200 -2500 

miles   before it gets 

to your plate (which 

produces a LOT of 

carbon dioxide)!

Agriculture (CSA)  

allows individuals or 

families to buy a 

share of a local 

farmerôs harvest.  

The fee supports the 

running costs of the 

farm and  allows the 

farmers to make a 

living wage. In       

return, the farm   

supplies a weekly 

share of fresh,    

naturally grown    

produce.
